Another council vote was to make it possible to enroll our children and
grandchildren on the Tribal Roll as descendants of Potawatomi ancestors. This vote
increased our membership to 27,000. This makes it possible for them to be eligible for
health care, scholarships for college or a technical school. Also, they can apply for other
CPN programs.

We should be proud of our financial standing through our enterprises which
provides employment for many qualified people.

We have health care. The CPN Clinic is a first class medical clinic staffed with
outstanding doctors, nurses, pharmacists and other medical personnel. The CPN
Wellness Center is known throughout the state as first class.

We have many programs to help Senior Citizens with housing, nutrition, and
transportation just to name a few.

We now have a new Form of Government with representation of Legislators from
all 9 Regions.
